Third Year History Excursion.

As part for their study for the Junior Certificate examinations all third years were taken on a history excursion to Kilmainham Jail and the Hermitage (St Enda’s School). In Kilmainham the students were taken on a guided tour of the building, including the cells of the executed leaders of the 1916 Rising  and also the stone breakers yard where the executions took place. The students  were given  a detailed history of Kilmainham Jail.

 
The students then proceeded by bus to the Hermitage  for the second part of the excursion.  The Hermitage has a long association with Irish History, from Robert Emmet and Sarah Curran, to Padraig Pearse. It was here that Pearse set up his school for boys. The school was a meeting place for the insurgents. Our students enjoyed an informative and educational tour that culminated in Padraig Pearse’s personal study.
